As I reflect on my year as 

President, Iõm amazed at what 

we accomplished.  Since its 

founding in 1921, the Junior 

League of Greater Princeton 

(JLGP) has served our com-

munity.  Currently there are 

over 325 active and sustaining 

members from Bucks (PA), 

Hunterdon, Mercer, Middle-

sex, and Somerset counties 

(NJ) and the surrounding 

areas who whoõve made this 

year possible. 

 

This year we continued to 

provide our members with 

training opportunities to help 

them become better-trained 

volunteers and leaders.  

Members attended Associa-

tion of Junior Leagues Inter-

national (AJLI) conferences 

and workshops and heard 

several speakers at our 

monthly membership meet-

ings.  Weõve created the 

framework for our Leader-

ship Institute which will 

launch in Fall 2010.  This will 

be a great way to expand the 

JLGPõs training program. 

 

Our ROCKETS (Raising Our 

Childrenõs Knowledge by 

Educating Through Science) 

program continues to flour-

ish. In the past 5 years, 

ROCKETS has reached more 

than 450 students through 

our hands-on science activi-

ties, take home assignments 

(funwork) for the children 

and parents, and field trips.  

This year we also provided 

visits from the Philadelphia 

Zoo on Wheels program.  

The students were excited to 

have the animals visit them in 

their classrooms. 

 

ROCKETS increased its out-

reach through our annual 

teacher seminar on math and 

science for preschool and 

early elementary educators in 

our area. Through our 

teacher seminars, weõve 

reached almost 200 teachers.  

Each teacher leaves the semi-

nar armed with the supplies 

to perform the experiments 

in their classrooms and 

thereby bring ROCKETS to 

their students. 

 

We made several changes to 

help our Leagueõs operation 

this year that will help us run 

more efficiently.  Check out 

our newly redesigned website 

and our new marketing video 

at www.jlgp.org. 

 

In addition to ROCKETS, 

League members were also 

very busy planning and exe-

cuting our biennial Designer 

Showhouse & Gardens.  Dur-

ing the 2009-2010 League 

year, we raised just over 

$106,000 through the De-

signer Showhouse & Gardens, 

the annual Holiday Fund, the 

Annual Campaign and corpo-

rate donations.

Community Projects 
ROCKETS continues to thrive. This theme-based early literacy program focuses on improv-

ing the math and science skills of pre-school children by creating opportunities for them to 

experience hands-on classroom science lessons, family field trips, and family take home ac-

tivities. ROCKETS builds a foundation for future life success by fostering problem solving, 

critical thinking and exploration skills. 

 

During the 2009-2010 year, the JLGP donated over 400 hours and over $26,000 to the 

community through ROCKETS and our Done in a Day programs. In June 2010, after a very 

rewarding five year partnership, the JLGP bid a fond farewell to our first ROCKETS partner, 

Trenton Head Start, leaving behind our ROCKETS curriculum for their teachers to con-

tinue to implement in their classrooms for years to come. We embarked on a new partner-

ship with Stepping Stones Learning Center in Trenton and will continue to partner with the 

YWCA Princeton Childcare Center at Valley Road.  

 

Trenton Head Start (Smith Santiago Center) and YWCA Princeton Childcare Center at Val-

ley were our ROCKETS community partners this year.  ROCKETS increases its outreach by 

conducting an annual seminar on 

math and science education for 

preschool and early elementary 

educators in our service area.
