New to the party this year, the JLGP ROCKETS (Raising our Children’s Knowledge by Educating Through Science) program offered children and their parents the opportunity to participate in a science experiment: "Santa's Magic Milk and Cookie Experiment".  With a few drops of food coloring, liquid soap and milk participants were able to demonstrate how different liquids interfere with the surface tension of a substance.  Everyone loved the colorful design created by the mix.  The JLGP was also able to provide the families with winter outerwear including coats, gloves, hats, scarves and socks generously donated by members of the Trenton Country Club.  


Each child received a printed photo of Santa.  In addition to the photo, each child crafted a photo frame to accompany their picture and colored a holiday themed bag to store their goodies. Every child also received a free book in support of the JLGP ROCKETS mission of promoting literacy.
