2010-2011 Grant Recipients

Boys & Girls Club of Trenton/Mercer County - $1,000
Grant will help support the Summer Camp enrichment program, Girls Book Club, which offers literature, cultural and story content discussions, along with hands-on art projects, role playing, and other activities to approximately 75 at-risk girls ages 8 to 13, to further increase their appreciation of the books. 
The Cherry Tree Club - $1,000
Grant will be used toward a full time literacy teacher Family Education Collaborative (FEC) program which focuses on at-risk preschoolers in the development of letter recognition, oral language skills and vocabulary development, as well as writing and fine motor skills, to ensure their readiness for public school.  

Refuge Childcare Academy - $1,000
Grant will be used to purchase books and materials for their “Books Come Alive” program.  The 16 week program provides an interactive book experience where children navigate through a variety of creative activities that makes each book come alive and serves to improve the reading skills for children between the ages of 2 to 12.  

Young Scholars - $1,000
Grant will be used to fund supplies, salaries for teaching instructors and student transportation for One-on-One Tutoring program which provides weekly one hour tutoring sessions in a variety of subjects for approximately 50 Trenton area students in grades K-12.
YMCA of Trenton - $1,000
Grant will used to help fund The Pro Program, a 10 week summer Anti-Bullying program offered to 75-100 preschool children enrolled the Trenton YMCA Summer Program Children.  Children in the program learn how to deal with unwanted behaviors and gain skills in the areas of listening, respect, cultural sensitivity, and conflict resolution.
